All Mosaic congregations are invited to pray for Mosaic’s plans to
celebrate Pentecost together / juntos / bersama. As we look for-
ward to celebrating the outpouring of the Holy Spirit at Pente-
cost this year, we will move from gathering virtually (which
served us well during the covid pandemic) to a relationship-
focused interchange of leaders and congregations across the
Conference on Pentecost.
